Dear OCF young person, 
 
It is time once again to apply for the OCF Teen Crew!!  Enclosed is your official application.  Please 
fill it out RIGHT AWAY.  The deadline is April 15.  
 
PLEASE READ:  The Oregon Country Fair Teen Crew is a program set up for the sons/ daughters/ 
grand kids, etc. of the folks who work, volunteer, and entertain at the Fair.  If you do not have a close 
relative that works, volunteers, or entertains at the Fair AND is willing to be responsible for you 
AND be willing for you to camp with them at the Fair, then this is not a program you should apply 
for.  So sorry. 
 
NEW TEENS: If you are age 14 through 18 and have a parent or legal guardian who is an OCF staff, 
entertainer, or booth person, then you are eligible to apply to the OCF Teen Crew.  The Teen Crew 
members work as trainees on the other crews during the Fair.  The job you have will vary depending 
on which crew you are assigned to.  Everyone works a total of 12 hours (which is usually divided into 
three 4 hour shifts).  Working on Teen Crew is a responsibility and involves making a commitment to 
work your assignment, as others will be depending on you.  If you don’t think you really want to 
work four hours each day of the Fair then you should not apply to Teen Crew this year. 
 
Teen crew has their own staff T-shirts and receives food vouchers and a camping pass. Teen 
crewmembers are required to camp with their Fair Guardians - there is not a separate Teen Crew 
Camping area.  On the back of this page is a list of all the crews that had Teen Volunteers last year.  
We try really hard to put you on the crew that you prefer but that is not always possible.  Please be 
sure you fill out the ENTIRE application form. Crew assignments and acceptance letters will not be 
sent to you until June.   
 
RETURNING TEENS: Please make sure you fill out the application form completely.  Requirements 
for the crew are the same again.  Please remember that you do have to have your parent or legal 
guardian sign the consent form every year. If you are 17-18 please keep in mind that soon you will be 
seeking permanent crew assignment so if there are any crews you haven’t had the opportunity to be 
on and you want to be on them SPEAK UP!!  We are looking forward to seeing you again this year!
